ÒWe believe that 2008 will be a pivotal year for educating people on global warming,Ó said Jill Palermo,
director of sales and marketing. ÒWith temperature increases already evident on every continent,
particularly Antarctica, and a crucial election this November, we want to make sure that people know that
they can take action to stop global warming. From switching to compact fluorescent light bulbs to
demanding change in the voting booth, it is everyday people, not just corporations and governments that
will change our trajectory.Ó

Palermo added that she hopes that WE ADD UPÕs donation inspires people to make simple changes in
their daily lives. She offers three simple, high-impact ways to Ògo greenÓ this year:

1. Put air in your tires.  If you have a long commute or run several errands each day, make sure
your car's tires are properly inflated. Properly inflated tires will improve your car's fuel efficiency
and gas mileage by about 3.3 percent. Plus, they are safer, perform better and last about 25
percent longer. It's estimated that four million gallons of gasoline are wasted daily in the U.S. due
to under-inflated tires.

2. Banish the phantom. Unplug appliances and chargers because they drain electricity, even when
theyÕre not in use. Forty percent of all electricity is used to power home appliances while theyÕre
turned off. Using power strips and unplugging unnecessary devices can save a great deal of
energy sourced from coal-fired power plants.   

3. Switch to compact fluorescent light bulbs (CFLs), which last 12 times longer than incandescent
bulbs and require far less energy to run. If every home in the United States switched five
incandescent bulbs to CFLs, it would be the equivalent of taking one million cars off the roads for
a full year.
